e Selections

e pkg-ref active
<pkg-ref id="com.apple.pkg.iPhoneSimulatorSDK6_1Patch"
active="system.compareVersions(my.target.systemVersion.ProductVersion, '10.9") > 0°/>

e relocate

very useful for re-locating existing applications




Plugins

e Only really useful when installing via the Ul
e Don’t make a plugin a show-stopper

Common Components

e BOM
Contains a listing of the files delivered

e Archive
The actual files themselves




Flat Packages

e Packagelnfo
XML description of the flat package
Contains the Script calls

® Scripts
Perform pre/post install tasks




Bundle Packages

® |Info.plist
Much the same as the Packagelnfo

® Resources
Contains the scripts & extras
